Applicants receive a letter with date, time and place of the audition including driving directions, shortly after applications close.  If you do not receive your audition time by the 22nd February please contact the office at 083 4036030. 
The audition date is planned for Sunday 7th March 2010.  Please read the Rules of Audition (please note age limit). 
Violinists should have a standard at least equivalent to a good Grade 2 with very good sight reading ability when applying to the Junior Strings.  Junior String violinists may audition on violin for a VIOLA place (see application form) but must satisfy Dublin Youth Orchestras of their intention to take viola lessons if they accept a viola place.  Rehearsals for Junior and Intermediate orchestras take place on Sunday mornings and rehearsal for Concert and Symphony takes place on Sunday afternoons once a month.

Rules of Audition: 
1. String players must be 10 years old by the 1st September following audition and wind & brass players 12 years old by the 1st September following audition. Proof of age will be required on audition day. They must be receiving regular lessons on the instrument played, before audition and while in the orchestras. 

2. It is a condition of auditioning that parents attend a special meeting on audition day to learn more about the DYO organisation. 

3. No special arrangements can be made for individual candidates auditioning due to the large numbers involved. Unsuccessful candidates may re-apply to re-audition in the following year. Any attempt to influence the conductor's decision will disqualify a candidate 

4. Percussion players will be given probationary places in the first instance. They must show over a period of months that they are able to perform with competence with the orchestra.
